SAE Safety Award Application 
Directions: 
This personal reflection is to be completed as part of the SAE Safety award application. Each student will critically analyze and reflect upon their own learning gained from their SAE safety improvement activities. Students must use the SAE Risk Assessment Documentation and provide a recollection of events by writing a one to two-page reflection regarding safety improvements. This reflection piece should include a teacher/parent/employer/mentor SAE Risk assessment and a student SAE risk assessment as an appendix. Please include any before and after pictures within in the appendix. The reflection portion should be a Microsoft Word document with 1” margins, size 12 font, and 1.5 line spacing (2 pages maximum). A maximum of 10 pages for additional material (pictures) appearing in the appendix. Submit award applications to Dr. Dustin Perry at dustin.perry@montana.edu. The reflection will be worth 100 points and should provide the following information:

1. After conducting and reviewing the pre-safety checklist, what (if any) potential hazards were evident?
a.  After discussing the potential hazards (if any) with your supervisor/parent/community members, what action(s) was taken to correct the issue?
b.  According to the safety modules presented in class, what action should have been taken to correct the issue? 
2. Detail your participation in the activity. 
a.  List specific learning activities you completed as part of your SAE. 

b.  Describe the safety rules/training you followed while completing the activity.  
3. Describe how you thought the activity went. Be sure to provide justifications for why you thought the activity went the way it did.
a.  In the future, what would you do to enhance the safety component of your SAE? 
4. How can you apply what you learned (contextual information, skills, or activity planning) to other academic or life scenarios?
